IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR
FISHERMEN..Denise Leo

New Jersey has launched the state's free web-
based saltwater fishing registry, keeping
recreational saltwater fishing in New Jersey a sport
that anyone can enjoy without having to pay
fees. Everyone 16 or older must register and carry
the printed registration with them when
fishing.  The NJDEP's free, web-based saltwater
fishing registry replaces a fee-based federal
registry that New Jersey was required to
participate in and which has been in effect since
January. All saltwater anglers and for-hire vessel
operators will now be able to register through the
no-fee State system rather than the fee-based
federal system.  You MUST register with the New
Jersey State System even if they have already
registered with the federal system. This
registration is for everyone fishing in New Jersey
State waters regardless of residency and includes
fishing for anadromous species (fish from the sea
that go up river to freshwater for breeding, such as
Striped Bass, Atlantic salmon, and American shad)
in the Delaware River.

Any person who fails to register will be subject to
a penalty of $300 to $3,000 for a first offense and
$500 to $5,000 for subsequent offenses. To learn
more about the registry and to register, visit:
